LAZZARONI AMARETTO

Before there was Amaretto liqueur, there was
the cookie - Amaretti di Saronno. According to
legend the first cookies known as “Amaretti di
Saronno”, were made in 1718 from a mixture of
sugar, apricot kernels and egg whites to honor
the visit of the Cardinal of Milan to the town of
Saronno. This was the start of the Lazzaroni
Cookie company.

In 1846 they developed a liquid Amaretto
cookie. They achieved this by crushing and re-
fining the “Amaretti di Saronno” cookies and
steeping them in alcohol. Today it is known as
Amaretto Lazzaroni 1851.

Amaretto Lazzaroni 1851 is still made today in
Saronno, Italy according to the old recipe. It is
the only ligueur made from the infusion of the
famous “Amaretti di Saronno” cookies.
